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“From a hot, dry year, the 2012 El Puntido Gran Reserva is 
100% Tempranillo from a single vineyard planted in 1975 at 

600 meters above sea level. Spiced red and black fruits, 
smoked tobacco, chalky minerality, and graphite are just 

some of its nuances, and it's medium to full-bodied on the 
palate, with a ripe, concentrated, focused style that 

bears more than a passing resemblance to a great Bordeaux.
It should evolve for 15-20 years if well stored.”
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
