“The 2022 Verdejo Nisia Old Vines Las Suertes originates
from a vineyard known as Las Suertes, planted in 1883
in DO Rueda. It was aged for up to eight months in
500-600-liter oak barrels, 20% new. This yellow-hued wine
presents aromas of quince, pear and green apple, with
hints of jasmine and oak. Dry and refreshing, the fairly
concentrated palate is complemented by an oily texture,
creating a deep white wine that lingers long on its fruit notes.”
