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 “Blended from 40% Viura, 30% Garnacha Blanca and 30% 
Maturana Blanca, the 2022 Blanco Reserva Flor de Muga 

shows a more refined oak profile than earlier releases. 
Nardos and fine wood mingle on the nose with pear, 

gentle compote, hints of fennel and tropical fruit. 
On the palate, it is rich yet fresh, with a delicate chalky

 texture, while oak provides structure and lift. The hot, dry
year makes the wine slightly more developed, 

though tension remains.”
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
