Rocking levels of
cassis and black raspberry-like fruit as well as graphite, 
spicy wood, violets, and lead pencil notes all shine on

the nose, and it hits the palate with medium to 
full-bodied richness, a round, layered mouthfeel, and

silky tannins. It's already hard to resist.”
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
